THE WEBB CLAN

The first Webb to appear in history weas during the time when
Robert Bruce of Seotland wastaking over ths throne of Scotland between
the yesrs 1829 and 1834. A Welshman nemed Webb sent out from Wales to
help him in his battles. When he mounted the throne of Scotland, the
said Robert Bruce allowed the man, Webb to marry his sister Isabel, and
thus, the Webb name is Welsh also, altho many centw les in Scotland have
made them Scotch.

Three Webb brothers nasmed Harvey, Oliver and Samuel came to America
with their familles and settled In Mass. During the Revolution they all ]
joined the Highland Brigade, made up of Hizhlanders, all Scotch; and one
of thelr sons became a General in George Washington's army--

Genersl Willlam Webb., His life-size portrait painting hangs in the art
gallery at Mt, Vernon, in & room where Washingtons portrait hangs, surrounded
by palntings of his generals.

THe Wabbs never got away from the names of Harvey, Oliver, Lester
and Samuel. To thisday you find those names in the Webb families.
After the war they moved to Rome, N.Y. and it was there that Oliver Webb
was born in 1805. Also two brothers, Harvey and Ssmuel, When about 21
or 20 years of age he met and marrieda French girl who was born in Montreal
in 1810 and whose father had lost his 1ife in the Napoleon wars in France,
She had & younger sister named E)vira, and the mother later married a
man by the name of Ellis who took the family to Rome, NY. When Alvira
wag 17 or 18 she married Oliver Webb, and they soon migrated to Huron
County, Ohlo when the land was opened for settlement.
His brother, Samuel and family went also &nd the territory which they
occupled becsme known es the Webb Settlement and it is known Dy that name
yet., Hls cousin Luey Webb, who was born there also, met and married
Rutherford B. Hayes, an attorney who later became the President of the U.8,
Her portrait hengs in the Art Room of the White House and she has been
pronounced the most begutiful lady of the White House. She would not per-
mit them to serve liguor at the White House table-only lemonade, &nd they
nicknamed her "Lemonade Lucy"

Oliver Webb snd his wife, Louisa had elght children:
Harvey, Elizs, Francls, Lester, Bveline, lLoren, Loretta and Luther.
His wife died on Aug 20 1862 in the State of Minnesota, at the sge of 51,
while all of her sons were in the Civil War, Oliver Webb died in Yakima
Wash. at the age of 92 years. 30 endeth the Webb story, insofar as
it pertains to Oliver. His wife's sister named Alvira, married a man by
the name of Jacobs in Ohlo, and she too died in Minnesota about 1885.
I saw her once in Forest Mills when she visited us for a few daye with A
Aunt Belle, and she wsas then a very old lady, but very French,

The Lesis Clan

Phe Lew.s Clan left Walesdd and made 1ts appearance in the U.S in
1730. Settled in the Shenandoah Valley of Vir:inia. They came with thelr
families and among them was the father of Joseph Lewls, whose mother was
g German. The father having met and married her after the Kev. war, in
w ieh he fought under George Washington. Joseph Lewis's father had a
ecousin who also came with his parents from Wales, end he was known in his-
tory as Colonel Guilford Lewis. After the war ended, the sald Col.Lewls
married George Washington's sister, HElizabeth, who was called Betsy by
her family. They had a son named Lawrence who when grown to manhood married
Marths Curtis Washington's granddaughter, Elinore Curtis.

Joseph Lewls was born in Virginia on Aug.22,1807 He had a brother
hamed Henry and two slsters--names unknown. In 1851 he married a widow,
Susan Martin Parker, and they had four children., Nancy, Amasa, Rechel

and William. _

The sald Joseph Lewls migrated to Indisna and occupied many acres
of land and became & man ofwealth and influence, but after his wife, Susan
dled in Jan 1874 he married a woman nsmed Clarissa snd one son was born t0
them, nsmed Clerence Lafayette Lewls. Joseph Lewis died in June, 1881
at 'he age of 76, but his lands snd holdings hadbeen lost b~ mortgage for
money borrowed to pay the debts of his son, Amasa who had died in 1875
His brother Henry ceme to live with his brother but his troubles were too
much for him and he took his own 1life by shooting and they found his body
in & wheat field, which belonged to his brother Joseph.

The descendant of Col. Lewls who had married Washington's sister
®lizabeth, married & woman of wealth, a Miss Stevens of N.Y. They had
three daughters and one son and during the time of Grover Cleveland's
presidency in 1865 the sald Mr. Lewis was made Ambasssdor to Portugal.
While in the diplomatic dept. of the govermment he dled In Ttaly while
on & mission for the U.S. His youngest dsughter was named for her father's
great grandmother, Elinore Custis Lewis, end she 1s now living in Santa
Monica, Calif., married to s Polish-Aus trian, Baron Zdencko de Dworzak.
When she learned I was from tke Lewis tribe of Virginla and we traced
our lineage, she claims me 3 & distent cousin, and I vislt them very
often. He is & very fine man.

Trhus endeth the lineage of fthe Lewls tribe ss far as I know i, — —
with the exception of Rachel Lewis whose name will appear in the WebD
line-up. (Another one of the femily, named Seward Webb, of Home, N.Y.

merried a member of the Vanderbilt femlly.
(this nelongs to the Webb line-up)



Now the mix-up between the Lewls and the Webb Clans:

About 1854 Oliver Webb moved with hisfemily to Indiana, after his
son Harvey and daughter Elizsa had merried, and they came also with thelr
femilies. Harvey had a son whom he named Oliver and he was five years old
when Francis Webb marriedRachel Lewis in Argos, Indiana, where Joseph
Lewls had meny farms. Harvey's son Oliver ran away from home at the age
of 16 and educated himself, Graduated from the Rush Medieal College of
Chicago snd became a very fine physlclan and surgeon, and was living in
Los Angeles where he diedin 1913. His father who had been a Methodlst
minister for many years in Dallas smd Fort Worth, Texas came to Calilf.
about 1901 to be near his son. His wife, Jemima had what used to be called
consumption from which she suf fered for 26 years, She died in 1911

Francis Webb, as noted above, married Rachel Lewis July 3, 1886
and in April 1857 the Webb clan again moved, this time to Minnesota,
taking Rachel and their dsughter Clera, & weeks old. They settled on
government land near what 1s now the town of Roscoe and it was there that
Louisa Webb, wife of Oliver died., Her grave 1s in the little town of
Pine Island. Framcls and Rachel had 160 acres but the Chippewa and Sioux
Indisns were at war and they would trot across the land in their war
paint and feathers. One day the Chippewas and then the next the Sioux.
Rachel Webb was scared to death and was so homesick her husband had to send
them back to her father in Indiana. PFrancls came later gnd lived on one
of Joseph Lewls' farms out on Michigan Road about nine miles from Plymouth
Indigna. This family of Francis and Rachel Webb had a bateh of children
all born in the state of Indiana, so were Hooslers, which is a French-
Creole name, given to them by sailors of Orleans, which means they bragge d
so much sndwhich is the tranilation of Hoosier. Francls Webb taught =
school in Argos and Rachel Lewis was one of his pupils. Their four girle
merried as followss
